In addition to the musical performances, guests are encouraged to join in the fun at "Play on the 
Plaza," featuring games like corn hole, giant Connect 4, and mega chess. Wilson Plaza 
provides plenty of outdoor seating and RRB/ITC’s food court offers a variety of dining options to 
choose from.
